Agenda Topic:  LMS Direction/Rogue LMSs
	Discussion
	· Not a huge problem; faculty feeling conflicted about this
· Issue is lack of support if problems occur
· Is there a way to get evidence about whether or not this is even a problem?
· When looking at the OCR complaint, we have assured them all of our programs are compliant but find that some of the rogue ones are not, that’s a lack of integrity for the college
· Need to discuss, but faculty senate would be a better place
· This group can request an academic senate for faculty senate; need to contact Marty and Tambi to convene 
· When students go out into the world, may not have Blackboard
· Have to consider that we have many first-generation students; may not be as technologically savvy to move between the different platforms; not only have to spend time learning the content but also the technology.  Takes longer to get up to speed in the class; from a student perspective, there is frustration about this
· What about the ¼ of students who are not okay with this; worried about those students
· No real way for college to track the rogue LMSs	
· Students pay a fee to use Blackboard, but not all use Blackboard; not comfortable collecting the fee from those using the hybrid.
· Hybrid students perceive this as a face-to-face class where they submit homework via LMS
· Can’t define what a faculty member is going to use; no way to collect data
· Perhaps have faculty state what LMS are they going to use

	Discussion
	Don Adams created an overview and sent a handout for the meeting
· Feb 23 was originally going to be the date saints email would be turned on
· Found they needed to consider things further (signage; other languages for signage; middle of term)
· Bookstore offered to pass out cards, provide info on the saints email
· Will come up with a new date to go live; beginning of Spring term

If someone has an existing Office 360 account and have their own account attached to that with personal email addresses; how do they switch to saints email?
· They already have a login they have been using; will be confusing to switch to saints; going to forward saints email to their personal account
· Initial set up might be confusing; may need to add to the FAQs
· If a student is also an employee, it will default to the work email
Rumor Control:  Instructors will be encouraged not to reply to students personal email accounts
· Somebody asked – If I have my own student distribution list nothing is going to change on that; the college is saying official college email is going to saints account to ensure it goes to whom the email is intended
· Need to be able to manage the wait lists with regard to this
· Has to do with what is sent to them; not how they send to faculty
